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Applicability.  This regulation applies to all members of the American Volunteer Reserve.

Exception authority.  The exception authority of this regulation is the National Commander.
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Chapter 1 
GUIDELINES - REFERENCES 

Members of the AVR wear uniforms that are similar to the uniforms worn by members of the U.S. Army.

a. Primary reference for the proper wear and appearance of the AVR uniform is Army Regulation (AR) 670-1, Wear and Appearance of Army Uniforms and Insignia. 

b. Unless superseded by AVR Regulation, AR 670-1 shall constitute the adopted standards for AVR uniform wear and grooming. 

(1) AVR members are authorized to wear the following Army uniforms:
(a) Class A Green

(b) Class B Green

(c) Class C Camouflage (BDU)

(d) Dress Blue

(e) Honor Guard Uniform

1-1
American Volunteer reserve Distinguishing Devices:
American Volunteer Reserve members shall wear the following distinguishing devices on their uniforms in place of similar U.S. Army insignia or devices.

a. Black name tag with white letters.  The 1st line will be the individual’s last name in caps; the 2nd line will be “U.S. AVR” in caps.

b. AVR shoulder sleeve insignia (SSI)

c. AVR buttons “U.S. ARMY Indian War” style  

d. Officers service cap insignia shall have the AVR button style insignia in place of the national seal

e. Officers U.S. insignia with the superimposed “AVR” between the U. and S.

f. AVR Officer branch insignia.

g. Enlisted personnel, U.S. roundel with AVR.

h. Name tape (BDU), O.D. with black letters “U.S. AVR”

Chapter 2  UNIFORMS


2-1 
AVR Green Uniform – Male

The class A and B AVR green uniforms are authorized for year-round wear.  The Class A uniform with white shirt and bow tie is an optional dress uniform for male enlisted personnel.

a. Composition of the Class A Green Uniform

(2) Trousers, Army green

(3) Shirt, AG 415, long sleeve

(4) Garrison cap, Army green or Military style, black wool beret with AVR flash

(5) Tie, black four-in-hand

b. Composition of the Class B Green Uniform

(1) Trousers, Army green

(2) Shirt, AG 415, long or short sleeve (a four-in-hand necktie will always be worn with the long sleeve shirt).

(3) Garrison cap Army green or Military style, black wool beret with AVR flash

c. Items normally worn with the Class A and B Green uniform

(1) Belt, black web with brass buckle

(2) Bow tie, black (enlisted dress uniform only)

(3) AVR buttons

(4) Chaplains apparel

(5) Coat, black all weather

(6) Gloves, black leather

(7) Necktie, black four-in-hand

(8) Shirt, white (only with the enlisted dress uniform)

(9) Shoes, oxford black

(10) Socks, black

(11) Sweater, pullover, black (only with class B uniform)

2-2  AVR Green Uniform – Female
The class A and B Army green uniforms are authorized for year-round wear.  The Class A uniform with white blouse is an optional dress uniform for female enlisted personnel.

(3) Shirt, AG 415, long or short sleeve

(4) Garrison cap Army green or Military style, black wool beret with AVR flash

(5) Black neck tab

a. Composition of the Class B Green Uniform

(1) Skirt or slacks, Army green

(2) Shirt, AG 415, long or short sleeve (black neck tab is worn with long sleeve shirt).

(3) Garrison cap Army green or Military style, black wool beret with AVR flash

b. Items normally worn with the Class A and B Green uniform

(1) AVR buttons

(2) Chaplains apparel

(3) Coat, black, all weather

(4) Gloves, black, leather

(5) Handbags

(6) Shirt, white (only with Army green dress uniform)

(7) Shoes, oxford, black

(11) Sweater, pullover, black (only with class B uniform)

(12) Umbrella, black

(13) Windbreaker, black (only with class B uniform)

2-3  AVR Class C  Camouflage (BDU) Uniform
The Class C uniform is authorized for wear year-round by all personnel when prescribed by the unit commander.

(2) Coat, cold weather, woodland camouflage pattern

(3) Coat, woodland camouflage pattern

(4) Trousers, woodland camouflage pattern

b. Items normally worn with the Class C uniform

(1) Belt, web with open-faced black buckle

(2) Boots, combat, leather black

(3) Chaplains apparel

(4) Coat, black all weather

(5) Gloves, black leather

(6) Handbags (females)

(7) Socks, olive green/black

(8) Undershirt, black

c. Insignia and accouterments

(1) Badges (subdued) (pin on or embroidered)

(2) Special skill tabs

(3) Subdued identification badges

(4) Brassards

(5) Branch insignia subdued

(6) Grade insignia subdued

(7) SSI subdued

(8) SSI Former wartime service subdued

(9) Name and “AVR” distinguishing tapes

(10)   Foreign badges, DUI and RDI will not

be worn on these uniforms

2-4 DRESS BLUE UNIFORM, MALE

a. Composition of the Dress Blue

(5) Tie, Black, bow or four-in-hand, medium width

(6) Black, low-quarter, plain toe, shoe

(7) Black, socks

(8) Black web belt with brass buckle

DRESS BLUE UNIFORM, FEMALE

a. Composition of the Dress Blue

(5) Black Inverted “V” Neck Tab

(6) Nylons, Taupe, Tan, or Nude in color

(7) Black, Plain Toe, Shoes

(3) U.S. with “AVR” insignia 

(4) Insignia of grade

2-6
HONOR GUARD UNIFORMS: 

All members of the Honor Guard, including Standard Bearers, Firing Detail and Pall Bearers will wear the Dress Blue uniform with white gloves.

Chapter 3  OTHER INSIGNIA

3-1
Badges

The following badges are authorized for wear on the AVR uniform:

a. Badges awarded by the U.S Armed Forces and the Director of Civilian Marksmanship.  There are exceptions. 

b. Badges awarded by the Regular Army and Navy Union and by the Army and Navy Union of the United States.

c. Badges awarded by friendly foreign nations, as authorized in AR 672-5-1.    No more than one may be worn at any time.

d. Badges awarded by the NG or STATE DEFENCE FORCE.

3-2
Shoulder Sleeve Insignia (SSI) Former Wartime Service (AR 670-1, 27-17)

Former members of the U.S. Army who qualify under this regulation may wear the SSI of their former unit on the right sleeve of the Class A and BDU uniform.

Other services:  Currently the other branches of service do not authorize SSI, and therefore the wearing of former SSIs of that service is optional.

3-3
Distinctive Unit Insignia (DUI) and Regimental Distinctive Insignia (RDI)

a. When authorized, a AVR DUI will be worn on the AVR uniform. The DUI is worn on the shoulder loops of the Class A uniform and the garrison hat for enlisted personnel.

b. The AVR DUI may worn on the Class B uniform shirt or the pullover sweater.

c. Wearing Regimental Distinctive Insignia (RDI).  

(1) The wearing of the RDI is optional for AVR members.  Personnel who choose to wear an RDI must meet the requirements contained in AR 600-82.  

(a) The wearing of an RDI signifies an Affiliation with a regiment or corps.

(b) The affiliation is not automatic and is regulated by AR 600-82.

(c) If you are a former U.S. Army member with a regimental or corps affiliation, you are authorized to

wear the RDI of your affiliation.

(2) Non-affiliated AVR personnel are not authorized to wear an RDI unless:

(a) You have been awarded an honorary designation by a regiment or branch.

(b) You are a graduate of an Army Combat Support, Combat Service and Special Branch MOS producing

school, or have been awarded a
corps PMOS.

3-4
Other Insignia

“AIRBORNE TAB” Only members of an airborne unit are authorized to wear the airborne tab above the SSI.  Since the AVR does not have an airborne unit, this tab is not authorized for wear above the AVR SSI.  Exception, War time SSI.
